Assign a mix of tutorials and end-of-chapter problems.

The tutorial problems are the heart of the MasteringPhysics system. Assigning a mix of tutorial and end-of-chapter problems blends learning and assessment.
Use the recommended grading settings.

The default settings promote active learning and motivate students to think, work, and learn.

Set student expectations.
